Rules and Regulations:

Registration:

Teams will consist of no more than 5 players and no less than 3, with only 3 on the
court at any given time. All youth and adults can participate. Registration must be
done in advance by submitting the online registration form, printing a copy of the
form and sending it and payment to the YMCA, PO Box 602, or taking it to the YMCA,
1202 East 10" Street. The cost for registration is $30 per team, by July 24 or $50 by
noon July 29. Cash and Checks are accepted, with checks made out to Alliance Area
Family YMCA. Profits from the event will benefit the YMCA. No substitutions can be
made for any of the 5 players who are being registered. Players under the age of 19
must have their parents signature. Please note, all players must sign and return a
release form in order to complete the registration process.

Game Play:

Play will consist of two teams of 3 players each on the court at a time. The game will
consist of two 13 min. halves, with a 5 min. break in between halves. Points will be
counted as following:

3 points for shots outside the arc
2 points for shots inside the arc
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No free throws will be awarded. When a foul is committed, as to be determined by the
player being fouled, his team will be awarded possession of the ball at the half-court
mark.

The start of the game will be decided through whatever means the timekeeper
chooses. At the half, the possession of the ball will be switched. If the game ends in
a tie, another 5 min. period will be played until the game ends with a team

victorious.

Winners move on and the losers will continue to the consolation bracket. This will be
a double-elimination game.

If a team fails to show up prior to 5 min. after the scheduled start of the game, it shall
be considered a forfeit. No registration fees will be refunded.

The word of any YMCA representative (timekeeper, ref, etc.) is final.
